Upper Lewel graduates (leels 9, 10 with a piece that could be considered a solo)
may or may not be asked to perform as a soloist due to recitalariety, performance quality, and stage time constints. A
video tape on DVD or VCR tape with piano accompaniment is required for people viho wish to be considered for solo per
formance. (NO 8 millimeter , no strange formats)A CD or audio cassette tape is sufficient for those wishing to gduate but

not perform solos at the upper leels. If the chosen movement contains a cadenza, the cadenza must be recorded. If ther¢
